Weather Summary/Alert:

In Kamathee block, as per forecast given by, RMC, Nagpur, weather will be partially to mostly cloudy
during next five days. Light to moderate rainfall from 10th October, 2020 to 14th October, 2020 is
forecasted in block.
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General Advisory:

Sowing of rabi crop should not be done in a hurry. Sowing should be done only after 15th October
when the soil is in Wafasa condition. As the light moderate rainfall at many to most places in next five
days, it is advice to postpone the harvesting of crops, intercultural operation, spraying of agrochemicals
and fertilizer application in standing crop. This should be done according to local weather condition
during dry and clean weather. It is advice to store the harvested produce in safe and dry
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SMS Advisory:

Care should be taken by farmers of self and cattles thunderstorm accompanied with lightning at isolated
places on 09, 10 & 11 October is forecasted.

BENGAL Deshi varieties and seed rate of chickpea for sowing- Hirawa Chafa (AKGS-1), Vijay
GRAM/ CHICK |and ICCV-10 (50-60 kg/ha seed), PKV Harita (AKG- 9303-12) and JAKI- 9218 (75-
PEA 85 kg/ha seed), Kabuli varieties and seed rate of chickpea, PKV Kabuli-2 & PKV
Kabuli-4 (110-115 kg/ha seed), Pink chickpea variety and seed rate, Gulak-1 (75-85
kg/ha seed) are recommended for sowing up to second fortnight of October to 15th
November and sowing of PKV Kanchan (AKG- 1909) (50-60 kg/ha seed) variety of
chickpea up to second fortnight of October to 15th November.
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BENGAL
GRAM/ CHICK
PEA
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Before sowing of gram seed, seed treatment should be done of 5 gm of Trichoderma
or 2 gm of Thirum + 2 gm of Carbendazim per kg of seed, followed by 250 gm of
Rhizobium (nitrogen fixing bacteria) and 250 gm of P. S. B. (Phosphorus Dissolving
Bacteria) seed treatment should be done by mixing cold solution of jaggery per 10 kg
seed. After seed treatment the seeds should be dried in the shade for an hour and then
sown.
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SORGHUM
(JOWAR/GREAT
MILLET)

Sowing of rainfed rabi sorghum (PKV Kranti, Phule Yashoda, Maldandi) should be
done first fortnight of October. Seed treatment should be done with Azatobacter+
PSB (each 25 g / kg seed) and biofungicide Trichoderma @ 4 g per kg seed.
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COTTON

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, It is recommended to spray alpha
NAA 4.5% SL@ 4 ml /10 litres of water to avoid natural shedding of squares and
flowers of cotton and it is also suggested to undertake spray of chlormequat chloride
50% SL @ 1-2 ml per 10 litres of water to restrict the excess vegetative growth and
to induce reproductive growth of cotton.
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COTTON

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, for the management of
Myrothecium leaf spot/grey mildew/ Corynespora leaf spot/leaf
spot/anthracnose/external boll rot, it is advised to undertake foliar spray Carbendazim
50 WP @ 20 g or Kresoxim-methyl 44.3 SC @10 ml or Pyraclostrobin 5% +
Metiram 55% WG or Propiconazole 25 EC @10 ml or Propineb 70 WP@25-30 g or
Azoxystrobin 18.2% w/w+Difenoconazole11.4% w/w SC@ 10 ml or Fluxapyroxad
167 g/l + Pyraclostrobin 333 g/l SC@ 6 g in 10 litres of water is recommended.
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COTTON

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the sucking pest reaches above
ETL, spray Flonicamid 50 WG 4 gm or Dinotefuran 20 % SG 3g/10 lit of water.
Erect 2 Pheromone traps per hectare for monitoring of Pink bollworm infestation.
Rosette flowers should be plucked and destroyed. in the view of present cloudy
condition if Pink bollworm incidence crosses ETL (10% infestation), spray
Profenophos 50 EC @ 20 ml or Thiodicarb 75 WP @ 20 g per 10 litre of water.
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RICE

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, Although rice crop is prone to
plant hoppers, Azadiractin 0.15% (1500 ppm) @ 30 ml or Metarhizium anisopliae as
a bio-insecticide @ 2.5 kg/ha. or Imidacloprid 17.8 SL. @ 2.2 ml. or Fipronil 5 SC@
20 ml. or Flonicamid 50 WG @ 3.0 gm or Etofenprox 10% EC @ 10 to 15 ml. Mix
in 10 liters of water and spray.
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RICE

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, For management of stem borer and
gall midge in paddy crop, apply Carbofuran 3% G or Fipronil 0.3 % G @ 25 kg or
Phorate 10 % G @ 10 kg per hectare by maintaining water level 7 to 10 cm. Do not
remove water from paddy bunds for 4 to 5 days. These pesticides should be used
again after 30 days as required.
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RICE

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, For management of bacterial leaf
blight, spray Copper hydroxide 53.8% DF @ 30 gm + Streptocycline 1 to 1.5 gm per
10 liters of water. For management of sheath blight, spray Tebuconazole 25.9% EC
@ 15 ml or Propiconazole 25% EC @ 10 ml or Hexaconazole 5 EC @ 20 ml by
mixing in 10 liters of water.
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RICE

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, For management of grain
discoloration in rice, while the crop is in flowering stage, spray any one of the
following fungicides in the afternoon. Hexaconazole 4 % + Zineb 68% W.P. @ 20 to
25 gm or Tebuconazole 50% + Trifloxystrobin 25% WG. @ 4 gm per 10 liters of
water.
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RICE

In the view of current rainy and cloudy condition, For management of false smut
disease in rice, at 50 % flowering stage of paddy crop spray Copper hydroxide 77 %
WP @ 25 gm per 10 liters of water in the afternoon.

According to local weather condition, carry out harvesting and keep the harvested
produce in safe and dry place.

According to local weather condition, carry out harvesting and keep the harvested

produce in safe and dry place.
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PIGEON PEA
(RED
GRAM/ARHAR)

HIdl.

Due to congenial weather wilting/blight symptoms are observed in kharif pigeon pea,
for control undertake drenching with copper oxychloride 50 % WP @ 25 g OR
captan 75 % WP @ 20 g in 10 litres of water. For control of incidence of Phytophtora
blight (stem rot or stem blight) observed in pigeon pea undertake spray of Fosetyl AL
80% WP@ 20 g in 10 litres of water.
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TOMATO

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if tomato leaf blight was noticed,
spraying should be taken of Mancozeb 75 WP 25 gms or Copper oxychloride 50 WP
25 gms mix with in 10 liters of water. For control of thrips and white fly on tomato
crop, spraying should be taken of Thimethoxam 25% WG 4 gm or Dimethoate 30%
EC in 10 ml per 10 liters of water. For management of tomato fruit borer spraying
should be taken quinalphos 25 EC 20 ml in 10 litre of water.

LINSEED

Dryland linseed should be sown in the first fortnight of October and irrigated
linseed sowing till the first week of November (Varieties; NL- 97 & PKV NL-
260). Before sowing, seed treatment should be done of Carbendazim 2 gm or
Thirum 3 gm per kg of seed. After 3 hours, seed treatment should be done at
the rate of 20 g of Azotobacter and 20 g of phosphorus solubilizing bacteria
per kg of seed.
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SUNFLOWER

Carry out sowing of rain fed safflower (Bhima, AKS-207, PKV-Pink, Nari-6)
during last week of September to first week of October to escapes the damage
caused by aphid incidence. Seed treatment should be done of Azatobacter +
PSB (200 gram/10 kg seed) and bio fungicide Trichoderma @) 4 g per kg seed
is advisable.
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ORANGE

In the view of present cloudy during this period there is attack of fruit sucking
moth. To control the pest, spray neem oil @ 10 ml/litre water and destroy all
the fallen fruits by burying in the pit. Poison baiting with 10 ml malathion
mixed with 100 g jaggery and 100 ml mandarin juice in 900 ml water (two
portion bottles per 25 trees). Follow clean cultivation and uproot all weeds in
the orchard. Burn moist leaves of neem mixed with cow during and place the
same in different locations to fumigate the citrus orchard. This practice will
help to keep away the month from entering into the orchard.
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BRINJAL

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the incidence of top shoot
and fruit borer for management of spraying should be taken of cypermethrin
25 % EC 30 ml in 10 litre of water.
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Live Stock Specific Advisory:
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CoOw

For control of Lumpy Skin disease (LSD), Affected livestock shall be segregated from
healthy livestock's. Movement (to and fro) of livestock from disease prone area shall
be prohibited. Veterinary doctors treating infected livestock shall wear apron, wash
hands with alcoholic sanitizers, foots-wears and apron shall be disinfected after
treatment with hot water. The vehicle and premises were where affected livestock is
kept along with other utensils shall be disinfected. For control of disease control of
flies, ticks, mosquitoes shall be done. Spray Chemical/ herbal insecticides on animals
body and in the premises. Due care shall be followed to avoid poisoning to livestock.
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Others (Soil / Land Preparation) Specific Advisory

As the thunderstorm is predicted, if you hear thunder while working in the field, you
should immediately take shelter in a safe place. Farmers should take necessary
precautionary measures while spraying insecticide, fungicide etc.
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GENERAL [In areas where the cotton crop is ready for picking, the finished cotton should be picked

ADVICE and stored in a dry and safe place. Due to rains, sowing of rabi crop should not be rushed.

Sowing of rabi crop should be done after 15th October. Seed treatment should be done
before sowing. Care should be taken to ensure that water does not retain water in oranges,
citrus, lemons as well as other orchards and vegetables. Vegetable and cardamom crops
should be supported depending on the stage of crop growth.
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
