Weather Summary/Alert:

In Parseoni block, during next five days from 11/07/2020 to 15/07/2020 weather will be partially cloudy
to mostly cloudy. On 12th, 14th and 15th July, very light to light rainfall and thunderstorm accompanied
with lightning on 13th, July, at isolated places is forecasted.
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General Advisory:

Paddy should be transplanting according to “SRI”” method. Use maximum organic manure and crop
residues bound to paddy. For this 8 to 15 day old seedlings should be used. Rice seedlings should be
planted shallow and straight in soil without damaging the roots. Farmers are carried out inter culture
operation like hoeing, hand weeding and recommended herbicide application etc in cotton, soybean, tur,
urad, mug, cotton, sorghum, maize etc. according to local climatic and soil moisture condition.
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SMS Adyvisory:

Since the cotton crop needs to be kept free from weeds for the first 9 weeks, the cotton crop should be
hoeing twice at intervals of 15 to 20 days after germination and hand weeding as per need.

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SOYABEAN

For weed control in soybean, 70 gm active ingredient of Imazethapyr 35% +
Imazamox 35% WG per hectare mix with 375-500 litre of water should be use for
spraying of herbicide. The first hoeing should be done 15 to 20 days after sowing
and the second sowing should be done between 30 to 35 days and weeding should
be done 1 to 2 times as required. At the time of the second hoeing, a rope should be
tied to the hoe so that the soil should be kept near crop and water conservation will
take place. If the infestation of fungal diseases like Anthracnose and Rhizoctonia
root rot on the soybean crop was observed, for to control these diseases farmers are
advise to spray the crop with Tebuconazole (625 ml/ha) or Tebuconazole + Sulphur
(1 kg/ha) or Pyraclostrobin 20 WG (500 g/ha) or Hexaconazole 5% EC (800 ml/ha).
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GROUNDNUT

For weed control in groundnut crop 100 gm active ingredient of Quizalofop Ethyl 5
EC (Targa Super) 25 to 30 days after germination or 100 gm active ingredient of
Imazithyper 10% SL (Persuit) herbicide should be mix with 600 liters/ha of water
for spraying. Gaps should be filled within 10 days after germination. In the early
stages of crop growth i.e. about 6-7 weeks intercropping should be done to keep the
soil loose. 3 times hoeing and 2-3 times hand weeding if required.
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PIGEON PEA

For weed control in pigeon pea, 70 gm active ingredient of Imazethapyr 35% +
Imazamox 35% WG per hectare mix with 350-500 litre of water should be use for
spraying of herbicide. The first hoeing should be done 15 to 20 days after sowing
and the second sowing should be done between 30 to 35 days and weeding should
be done 1 to 2 times as required. At the time of the second hoeing, a rope should be
tied to the hoe so that the soil should be kept near crop and water conservation will
take place.
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GREEN GRAM

Inter culture operation should be done in the already sown crop. 1 to 2 hoeing should
be carried out till the crop is 30 to 40 days old.

RICE

Paddy should be transplanting according to “SRI” method. Use maximum organic
manure and crop residues bound to paddy. For this 8 to 15 day old seedlings should
be used. Rice seedlings should be planted shallow and straight in soil without
damaging the roots and root fibre. Therefore, the seedlings established early in the
soil, due to this tillers were increases. Early maturing varieties should be planted at a
spacing of 20x20 cm and medium and late varieties should be planted at a spacing of]
25x25cm. In this method at early stage of paddy crop, there is chances for increasing
the weed infestation. For this, often use Tauchi Gurma or Cono Weeder or remove
by hand.

COTTON

Since the cotton crop needs to be kept free from weeds for the first 9 weeks, the
cotton crop should be hoeing twice at intervals of 15 to 20 days after germination
and hand weeding as per need. Post emergence weedicidePyrithioback Sodium @
62.5 g a.i. /ha + Quizolfop ethyl 50 g a.i. / ha should be sprayed as tank mix at 20-30
DAS (2-4 weed leaf stage). Intercultural operations are to be carried out in pre-
seasonal crop. Top dressing of Nitrogen @ 36 Kg/Ha by ring method or by drilling
method.
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SORGHUM

Thinning should be done, 10 to 15 days after sowing. For this keep a distance of 10
to 12 cm between 2 plants.
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MAIZE

Keep the crop weed free by giving 2 to 3 times hoeing till the crop is 40 days old.

Gaps should be filled 7 to 8 days after sowing. The first thinning should be done 15
to 20 days after sowing and the second thinning should be done 8 days later at a
distance of 10 to 15 cm between the two seedlings.

Deworming of
livestock should be done by seeking advice of Veterinary practitioner.One week
after Deforming, vaccinate the cattle and buffaloes against Foot, & mouth disease
(FMD), Black quarter (BQ) and Haemorrhagic Septicemia (HS).Keep the
livestock under the shed to protect from heat.
