Weather Summary/Alert:

In Kamathee block, as per forecast given by RMC, Nagpur, from 19/09/2020 to 23/09/2020 weather
will be partially to mostly cloudy. On next five day very light to light rainfall is forecasted.
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General Advisory:

Harvesting & threshing of matured crop, intercultural operation as well as application of pesticide,
fungicide and fertilizer application in standing crop and other field operation should be done in clean
and dry day. Care should be taken by farmers, farm labor and livestock as thunderstorm accompanied
with lightning at isolated places on 18th, 19th and 20thSeptember is forecasted.
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SMS Adyvisory:
It is advice to store the harvested produce at safe and dry places.
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Crop Specific Advisory:

In the view of present cloudy weather, if blast disease in notice on crop, for

management of blast, spray Hexaconazole 5% EC @ 20 ml. or Isoprothiolane 40 %
E.C @ 15 ml or Tebuconazole 25.9% EC @ 15 ml per 10 liters of water.
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For management of bacterial leaf blight, spray Copper hydroxide 53.8% DF @ 30 gm
+ Streptocycline 1 to 1.5 gm per 10 liters of water. For management of sheath blight,
spray Tebuconazole 25.9% EC @ 15 ml or Propiconazole 25% EC @ 10 ml or
Hexaconazole 5 EC @ 20 ml by mixing in 10 liters of water.
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RICE Stem borer and Gall midge: - Apply Carbofuran 3% G or Fipronil 0.3 % G @ 25 kg
or Phorate 10 % G @ 10 kg per hectare by maintaining water level 7 to 10 cm. Do
not remove water from paddy bunds for 4 to 5 days. These pesticides should be used
again after 30 days as required.




Crop(Varieties)

Crop Specific Advisory
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SOYABEAN

For control of diseases like Anthracnose and Rhizoctonia Aerial Blight, farmers are
advised to spray the crop with Tebuconazole (625 ml/ha) or Tebuconazole + Sulphur
(1 kg/ha) or Pyroclostrobin 20 WG (500 g/ha) or Hexaconazole 5% EC (800 ml/ha).
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SOYABEAN

If soybean leaf-eatlng Caterpillar larvae reach the level of economic threshold, the
spraying should be taken of Indoxacarb 15.8 AC 6.6 ml or Spinetoram 11.7 SC 9 ml
per 10 liters of water.
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COTTON

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the sucking pest reaches above
ETL, spray Flonicamid 50 WG 4 gm or Dinotefuran 20%SG 3g/10 lit of water.Erect
2 Pheromone traps per hectare for monitoring of Pink bollworm infestation. Rosette
flowers should be plucked and destroyed. in the view of present cloudy condition if
Pink bollworm incidence crosses ETL (10% infestation), spray Profenophos 50 EC
@ 20 ml or Thiodicarb 75 WP @ 20 g per 10 litre of water.
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COTTON

Cotton- It is recommended to spray alpha NAA 4.5% SL@ 4 ml /10 litres of water to
avoid natural shedding of squares and flowers of cotton and it is also suggested to
undertake spray of chlormequat chloride 50% SL @ 1-2 ml per 10 litres of water to
restrict the excess vegetative growth and to induce reproductive growth of cotton.
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COTTON

For management of leaf spot and Anthracnose disease, it is recommended to spray
Propiconazole 25% EC @ 10 ml or Propineb 70 % WP @ 25-30 g or metiram 55 %
+ Pyraclostrobin 5% WG @ 20 g in 10 litres of water for management of these

diseases.
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PIGEON PEA
(RED
GRAM/ARHAR)

In fields infested with weeds due to continuous rains undertake hoeing/weeding to
avoid weedcompetition. Due to congenial weather wilting/blight symptoms are
observed in kharif pigeonpea, for control undertake drenching with copper
oxychloride 50%WP@25g OR captan 75%WP @ 20 g in 10 litres of water. For
control of incidence of Phytophtora blight (stem rot or stem blight) observed in
pigeonpea undertake spray of Fosetyl AL 80% WP@ 20 g in 10 litres of water.
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TOMATO

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if tomato leaf blight was noticed,
spraying should be taken of Mancozeb 75 WP 25 gms or Copper oxychloride 50 WP
25 gms mix with in 10 liters of water. For control of thrips and white fly on tomato
crop, spraying should be taken of Thimethoxam 25% WG 4 gm or Dimethoate 30%
EC in 10 ml per 10 liters of water. For management of tomato fruit borer spraying
should be taken quinalphos 25 EC 20 ml in 10 litre of water.

CHILLI

In chilli crop undertake spray of Diafenconozol25 EC@ 5 ml OR Azoxostrobin23% SC@ 10 ml in 1

ofwater for control of dieback and fruit rot disease.
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ORANGE

On Nagpur mandarin, Phytopthora Brown Rot is noticed, for management of this, spraying should b
of Fosetyl-Al or Mefenoxam at the rate of 2.5 gram per litre of water. To check fruit drop of Ambia t
spray the santra trees with 1.5 gms 2, 4-D or gibberelic acid (GA). 100 gms carbendazim 50 wp with
urea in 100 litres of water. Repeat the spray after 15 days if the fruit drop continues.
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ORANGE

In the view of present cloudy during this period there is attack of frult sucking moth. To control the ¢
spray neem oil @ 10 ml/litre water and destroy all the fallen fruits by burying in the pit. Poison baitii
10 ml malathion mixed with 100 g jaggery and 100 ml mandarin juice in 900 ml water (two portion
per 25 trees). Follow clean cultivation and uproot all weeds in the orchard. Burn moist leaves of neer
with cow during and place the same in different locations to fumigate the citrus orchard. This practic
help to keep away the month from entering into the orchard.
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BRINJAL

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the incidence of aphids, thrips, whitefly and spide
on brinjal crop, spraying should be taken 2 weeks after planting with Dimethoate 30 % EC 10 ml or

Quinalphos 25 % EC 20 ml or thiometon 25 % EC 10 ml per 10 liters of water. For management of t
and fruit borer spraying should be taken of cypermethrin 25 % EC 30 ml in 10 litre of water.

Livestock Specific Advisory

For control of Lumpy Skin disease (LSD), Affected livestock shall be segregated
from healthy livestock's. Movement (to and fro) of livestock from disease prone
area shall be prohibited. Veterinary doctors treating infected livestock shall wear
apron, wash hands with alcoholic sanitizers, foots-wears and apron shall be
disinfected after treatment with hot water. The vehicle and premises were where
affected livestock is kept along with other utensils shall be disinfected. For
control of disease control of flies, ticks, mosquitoes shall be done. Spray
Chemical/ herbal insecticides on animals body and in the premises. Due care shall
be followed to avoid poisoning to livestock.
