Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture.Install yellow sticky traps against Jassid and whitefly for
monitoring. Install pheromone traps @2 per acre at 45 days after sowing and spray
INSE or neem based insecticides against pink bollworm. If sucking pest reaches above
ETL, spray Flonicamid 50 WG 4 gm or Dinotefuran 20 % SG 3g/10 lit of water. For
the management of leaf hoppers, spray Acetamiprid 20 SP 2g/10lit. of water on
crossing ETL. Root rot incidence has been reported in some fields, spot application of
Carbendazim 50% WP@ 2.0 g per litre of water or Trichoderma harzianum or T.
viridae @10 g/ litre of water is recomonded.

GROUNDNUT

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. For control thrips and jassids, when ETL cross (5 thrips
per three leaves and 15-20 jassids/plant), then spraying should be take of Quinaphos
25 % EC (28 ml/10 liter of water) 1400 ml/hectare in 500 litre of water. For control of
leaf folder or leaf miner, when ETL cross (2 larva per plant or 10 percent leaves are
damage), then apply spraying of Quinalphos 25 % EC, 1 litre/hectare mix with with
500 litre of water (20 ml/10 litre of water) or Deltamethrin 2.8 % EC, 500 ml per
hectare in 400-600 litre of water (10ml/ 10 litre of water). For weed control in
groundnut crop 100 gm active ingredient of Quizalofop Ethyl 5 EC (Targa Super) 25
to 30 days after germination or 100 gm active ingredient of Imazithyper 10% SL
(Persuit) herbicide should be mix with 600 liters/ha of water for spraying.

SOYABEAN

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. An infestation of girdle beetle is expected to be initiated
in the coming days in most of the soybean growing areas. Farmers are therefore
advised to take immediate action (soon after the symptoms are reported) to control the
same using Thichloprid 21.7 SC (750 ml/ha) or Profenophos 50 EC (1250 ml/ha) or
pre-mixed formulations like Betacyfluthrin + Imidacloprid (350 ml/ha) or
Thiomethoxam + Lambda Cyhalothrin (125 ml/ha). For control of fungal diseases like
Anthracnose and Rhizoctonia root rot on the soybean, farmers are advise to spray the
crop with Tebuconazole (625 ml/ha) or Tebuconazole + Sulphur (1 kg/ha) or
Pyraclostrobin 20 WG (500 g/ha) or Hexaconazole 5% EC (800 ml/ha). For weed
control in soybean, 70 gm active ingredient of Imazethapyr 35% + Imazamox 35%
WG per hectare mix with 375-500 litre of water should be use for spraying of
herbicide.

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. For weed control in pigeon pea, 70 gm active ingredient
of Imazethapyr 35% + Imazamox 35% WG per hectare mix with 350-500 litre of
water should be use for spraying of herbicide. The first hoeing should be done 15 to 20
days after sowing and the second sowing should be done between 30 to 35 days and
weeding should be done 1 to 2 times as required. At the time of the second hoeing, a
rope should be tied to the hoe so that the soil should be kept near crop and water
conservation will take place.

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. In case of powdery mildew on the green gram crop,
spray Penconazole 10% EC 5 ml or water soluble sulfur 30 gm in 10 liters of water. If
required, apply second spray after 10 to 15 days. Inter culture operation should be
done in the already sown crop. 1 to 2 hoeing should be carried out till the crop is 30 to
40 days old.

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Keep the crop
weed free by giving 2 to 3 times hoeing till the crop is 40 days old. The remaining 40
kg N / ha should be given 30 days after sowing and the remaining 40 kg N / ha should
be given 50 days after sowing.

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. Prune all canker affected branches and leaves in acid
lime and burn them. Spray copper oxychloride 180 g with streptocycline 6 g in 60 litre
water to check citrus canker in acid lime. Repeat the spray after 30 days interval.
Control of citrus psylla and leaf miner by spraying quinalphos 12.5 ml or Imidacloprid
5 ml or dimethoate 15 ml in 10 litres of water. Apply second spray after 15 days
interval, if required.

Excess water should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local
climatic conditions and soil moisture. Apply 50 kg N and 50 kg P / ha. Half of the
nitrogen and full phosphorus should be given at the time of planting and the remaining
half should be given 30 days after planting. Inter culture operation should be done in
the planted crop.

Spraying of herbicides, fungicides and pesticides and fertilizers applied in standing
crops should not be done in cloudy and rainy weather as well as in rainy day, spraying
and fertilizer application should be done in calm wind and dry day. Excess water
should be drained from the field if required keeping in view the local climatic
conditions and soil moisture. For control of thrips and white fly on tomato crop,
spraying should be taken of Thimethoxam 25 % WG 4 gm or Dimethoate 30 % EC in
10 ml per 10 liters of water.

In the last four to five days, where heavy rainfall at isolated place, in this condition
drain the excess water from the field if required. Paddy should be transplanting
according to “SRI” method. Use maximum organic manure and crop residues bound to
paddy. For this 8 to 15 day old seedlings should be used. Rice seedlings should be
planted shallow and straight in soil without damaging the roots and root fibre.
Therefore, the seedlings established early in the soil, due to this tillers were increases.
Early maturing varieties should be planted at a spacing of 20x20 cm and medium and
late varieties should be planted at a spacing of 25x25cm. In this method at early stage
of paddy crop, there is chances for increasing the weed infestation. For this, often use
Tauchi Gurma or Cono Weeder or remove by hand.

In case of incidence shoot drying in chilli crop, spray 25 gm of Copper
Oxychloride or Mancozeb fungicide or Propineb 15 gm per 10 liters of water at intervals
of 15 days after transplanting.

Deworming of
livestock should be done by seeking advice of Veterinary practitioner.One week
after Deforming, vaccinate the cattle and buffaloes against Foot, & mouth disease
(FMD), Black quarter (BQ) and Haemorrhagic Septicemia (HS).Keep the
BUFFALO livestock under the shed to protect from heat.

Offer clean and
cold water (stored in earthen pot) to the animals. Keep the livestock under the
shed to protect from heat.
